Mathematics:

A note on calculators: It is the opinion of the Yokota High School Mathematics Department that a calculator is as basic a supply in a modern classroom as pencils and paper. While the YHS math department does have  calculators available for student use, there are often not enough for all students in a class. So we recommend that all students own their own  scientific calculator as minimum. For students taking Algebra 2 or above the TI-84 plus or TI-89 is highly recommended (TI-84 plus preferred).
