Our Yokota child curfew matrix serves as a helpful guide to ensure safety and responsibility during the 
long, warm evenings. Let's make this summer safe and memorable for all the right reasons!

Age Curfew Hours Exceptions

15 and Younger 2230 - 0530 daily None

16 to 18 0100 – 0500 daily

1. Is with a parent or responsible adult. Note: A responsible 
adult is a person who is 18 years of age or older and not in 
high school and that the minor’s parent or guardian sponsor 
is aware and approve of. Spouses of DoD uniformed 
personnel or U.S. civilian employees are considered adults.

2. Has been to a base or school-sponsored activity for 
teenagers, a base-sanctioned sports activity, an official youth 
program, or to a movie at the base theater, and not more than 
30 minutes has gone by since the end of the activity.

3. Is employed and is at his or her place of employment or not 
more than 30 minutes has gone by from the time he or she 
has left his or her place of employment.
