Five individuals in the Yokota community tested positive for COVID-19 18 Sep-21 Sep. The current number
of active cases at Yokota is 18.

Due to aggressive contact tracing and notification procedures, one individual was already placed in quarantine
as a close contact of a previously identified positive case.

The four remaining individuals were identified and quarantined by Public Health according to strict Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention guidance.

Public Health has notified all close contacts of the COVID positive individuals and appropriate actions have
been taken. The patients are currently in isolation under supervision by medical providers.
