YOKOTA AIR BASE, Japan — One hundred and one individuals in the Yokota community
tested positive for COVID-19 19 Jan-20 Jan. The current number of active cases at Yokota is
274.

Public Health is notifying all close contacts of the COVID positive individuals and appropriate
actions are being taken. The patients are currently in isolation under supervision by medical
providers.
