SUBJECT: Yokota Air Base Environmental Commitment Statement

1. Yokota Air Base is committed to accomplishing its mission as the premier airlift hub of the Western Pacific
in an environmentally responsible manner, to protect and conserve human health, natural resources, and the
environment. As such, every member of the Yokota Air Base community must set an example for responsible
environmental stewardship by committing to the following:

a. Proactively comply with International Organization for Standardization 14001, Japan Environmental
Governing Standards, Air Force Policy Directive 90-8, and other Air Force environmental regulations.

b. Maintain an effective Environmental Management System (EMS), while continually improving business
practices through corrective actions. This will require organizations to set and review Environmental Action
Plan objectives and targets.

¢. Integrate practices, supported by senior management, into daily decision making to ensure protection of
human health and the environment.

d. Pursue pollution prevention, as the preferred method to minimize hazardous material use and waste
generation.

e. Educate and train with an emphasis on environmentally responsible practices.

2. A commitment to environmental stewardship is the responsibility of all persons living and working at
Yokota Air Base and its geographically separated units. All levels of leadership will strive to provide
maximum exposure to this document within their organizations. A copy of this commitment statement will be
provided to local city governments upon their request.

3. EMS awareness training is an Air Force requirement. This training is provided as a component of the in-
processing orientation.
